Appendix G

An over view of the research area

The research was conducted in Guji zone. Guji zone is one of the 17(5 special zones) zones in
Oromia Regional Administrative State. It is found far apart from Addis Ababa by 595
kilometer. Guji zone is located at the-North East Borena Zone, North West of Somalia, South
West of Bale Zone, and South East of South Nation Nationality People Administrative
Region. The zone covers a total area of 35, 454 square kilometers. About 81.5% of the area is
lowland. The total population of the zone is about 1,091,738, of which 551,056, and 540,738
are male and female respectively. Out of this, about 90.3% of the population lives in rural
areas whereas only 9.7% of the population resides in urban areas. Also, from the total
population, about 165, 041 male, 158, 408 female, and a total of 323449 are school aged
population whose age ranges from 7-18 years old. Majority of the people are pastoralists and
subsistent forgers witch low productivity. The people of Guji are governed by the Gada
system, in which the political power is transferred within each eight years of interval. The
administrative zone has 11 rural districts and 2 urban administrative areas, Majority of the -
people speaks Afan Oromo. The instfuctional media of primary schools and working language
of the offices is Afan Oromo. There are also, Ambharic, Somaligna, and other nation

nationalities language speakers in the zone.
